ANSI/ISEA 107-2004

Standards for High-Visibility Traffic Safety Apparel

ANSI 107 is the governing standard for the safety of workers that are exposed to potentially dangerous vehicle traffic.  The standard is broken into three major performance classes.

Class 1

• Traffic speeds less than 25 miles per hour.

• Simple visual backgrounds.

• A large amount of distance between workers and traffic.

• Workers have undivided attention to oncoming traffic.

Examples: parking lot attendees, delivery drivers, sidewalk construction workers, warehouse workers.

Class 2

• Traffic speeds exceed 25 miles per hour.

• Complex visual backgrounds.

• Work takes place close to moving traffic.

• Workers are busy with tasks that draw their attention away from oncoming traffic.

• Limited visibility caused by weather conditions.

Examples: survey crews, road construction crews, utility workers, airport ground crews, crossing guards, emergency response personnel.

Class 3

• Traffic speeds exceed 50 miles per hour.

• Dangerous work situations that include reduced sight distances and higher task loads.

• Workers must be visible through a full range of body motions at a minimum of 1280 feet (390 meters).

Examples: highway construction crews, flag crews, survey crews, utility workers, emergency response personnel.

Class E references high-visibility pants or overalls that, when worn with an ANSI 107 Class 2 coat, jacket, vest, shirt, etc. create an ANSI 107 Class 3 suit.  ANSI 107 also includes recognition of headwear as high-visibility products, and the distinction between woven and knitted fabrics as background material.
